Baroque Instruments

· Pipe organ

· Harpsichord

· Recorder

· Trumpet

· Violin

Pachelbel: Canon in D

· Forgotten for hundreds of years; now well known

· Continuo plays eight-note ground bass

· Three violin parts play 27 variations in imitation (canon)

The Suite

· Collection of dance music

· Stylized for listening, not dancing

· Usually written for keyboard instruments

Handel: “Hornpipe” from Water Music Suite

· For strings and winds

· Binary form repeated several times

· Composed for King George I and party on Thames River

Sonata

· An instrumental work for one or a few instruments.

· Corelli’s Trio sonata

· Has four movements

· First movement is slow and solemn

· Second movement has a fast tempo

· Third movement has a waltzlike character

· Fourth movement is similar to the second movement
