· Working with themes

· Important in concert music

Mozart: Symphony No. 40

· First movement – sonata form

· Second movement – slow tempo; emphasizes melody

· Third movement – minuet

· Fourth movement – lively; often rondo

Sonata form: Exposition

· First theme

· Transition

· Second theme

· Transition

· Codetta

Sonata form: Development

· Fragment theme

· Frequent modulations

· Add counterpoint

· Introduces new theme

Sonata form: Recapitulation

· “Recap” of exposition, with changes

· Remains in home key

· Closes with coda

Other aspects

· Key was important; not so true today

· Everything is worth noticing

· First movement often preceded by introduction
