Pope Celestine I (432) ordained that the Psalms of David be sung antiphonally before the beginning of the Mass.

 have been sung as detached chants since the year 1239, when Pope Gregory IX (elected 1227) ordered that one of them, according to the season, be sung at the end of the office

Marian Antiphons

St. Gall manuscript (13th c.) "Alma Redemptoris" and "Salve Regina" are part of the office for the feast of the Annunciation of the Blessed Virgin.

 Paris manuscript (12th c.) assigns "Alma Redemptoris" and "Ave Regina" to the office or the feast of the Assumption.

 St. Peter's Basilica at Rome, 12th c. antiphonary, "Regina Coeli" is assigned to the octave of Easter.
Melodies intended to be sung by congregation
